Evangelical Lutheran Church has served the Pilsen neighborhood of Chicago.  
Once a center for German immigration, Pilsen is now mostly Hispanic immigrants 
and their children.  Pastor Cesar Sifuentes and Deaconess Elle Sifuentes, originally 
from Guatemala, serve this small Spanish-speaking congregation, which operates a 
food pantry and soup kitchen, “El Comedor Popular”, to help feed countless 
neighbors in their community every week.  Please consider supporting the ministry 
of St. Matthew with your prayers and contributions.  The Soup Kitchen is open on 
Tuesdays and Thursdays, and a group from St. Paul’s is scheduled to go on the 3rd 
Tuesday of each month, leaving church at 10:30 and returning by 1:30 pm.
